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Fr. Mahoneyôs Message 
 

Dear Burlington Catholic Collaborative, 
 

In Todayôs Gospel, Jesus teaches that the kingdom of 
heaven is like seed that has been sown on good soil.  This 
parable is about the Word of God, i.e. Sacred Scripture.  
When you look at this parable, you wonder whether to 
approach it from the point of view of the seed (which 
represents the Word of God), or from the point of view of 
the different kinds of soil (which represent us who receive 
the Word of God.)  So I will share a little about both.  A 
seed is something that has life in it.  Jesus reveals that the 
Word of God is alive.  It isn't simply information.  It isn't 
simply instruction.  It is God speaking to us today.  We 
are not listening to or reading something God once said a 
long time ago - God is speaking to us right here and right 
now.  We pray that we will be able to hear Him speak to 
us today.  And now the soil:  the footpath, rocky ground, 
thorny ground, and fertile ground.  We usually think of 
that as representing different kinds of people.  True 
enough.  But could it also represent different parts of our 
personal lives - our private life, our family life, our 
business life, our social life, and so on???  The word of 
God can take root in one aspect of our life, but not so 
much in another part of our life.  Think about that.  How 
can we let the word of God touch ALL aspects of our 
personal life?   There is a lot of food for thought in our 
readings today to help us be His Disciples In Mission.   
 

Merger of St. Margaret and St. Malachy is going 
forward! 

Having heard from the Joint Parish Council, the 2 Finance 
Councils of both Parishes, and now having over a month 
of emails hearing from you, I wish to inform you that we 
are officially going forward to ask Cardinal Se§n to merge 
St. Margaret and St. Malachy Parishes into One New 
Parish.  Keep this as a prayer intention.  I will be 
presenting our request to merge with the Presbyteral 
Council and the Cardinal on Thursday, July 23.    
 

We are allowed to offer a New Name for our New 
Parish to the Cardinal.   The Cardinal generally asks 
for 3 names to be presented to him for his consideration.  
If you wish to suggest a Name, please email me at 
burlingtonmacatholic@gmail.com to offer a name.  I ask 
that you offer a Saintôs Name that has not been used in the 
Archdiocese so that whenever someone refers to our new 
name, the whole Archdiocese will know they are speaking 
of Burlington.  You can find a list of all the parishes in the 
Archdiocese at bostoncatholic.org and clicking on  

ñParishes, Schools and Peopleò.  There you will find an 
alphabetical list of all the parishes in the Archdiocese.  
Whatever name you suggest, please offer a paragraph or 
two as to why you picked this name for our new parish.  
What are the attributes of the Saint that will guide our 
mission going forward?  Be creative.  I will have a small 
committee gather all the names and put together a list of 
the top 5.   The voting will be done through a Constant 
Contact email in another week or two where you would 
click on the email address and cast your vote.    We will 
present to the Cardinal the top 3 names that you voted for.  
He generally does pick one that is suggested. 
 

Joint Parish Council.  Had COVID-19 not happened, 
this past spring I was planning on have elections for a 
New Parish Council in each church.  When I arrived just 
over a year ago, I decided I would reappoint the Parish 
Councils for a period of one year. That year has now 
passed.   The present Joint Parish Council we have now is 
much too big ï close to 30 members in all.  And it is not 
evenly distributed among the two parishes.   Over the 
course of the summer months, I ask you to prayerfully 
consider nominating yourself to be part of the New Parish 
Council that will be created with the New Parish.  I ask 
you to pray about it and submit your name to the email 
account that has been created to receive names for the new 
Parish.   My plan is to have you vote and elect 4 members 
from each church to represent you.  I will then appoint 1 
to 2 more members from each parish.  That will be a total 
of 10-12 people.  As you discern your own nomination, I 
simply ask that when doing so: you will not have an ñus 
and themò mentality.  Remember we are becoming a new 
Parish were we become a ñWeò.  If you dig your heals 
into one church or the other, I ask that you not nominate 
yourself.  That will not help us moving forward. 
 

The Summer Vacation Season is upon us, although it 
may look very different this year because of COVID-19.    
All of us at the Collaborative hope that you have a restful 
and enjoyable summer vacation wherever you may find 
yourself.  If you head off from Burlington, please be sure 
to remember St. Margaret and St. Malachy during the 
summer months.  We sincerely thank our parishioners 
who mail, give online, or deliver your weekly envelopes 
to the Parish Offices while you are out-of-town on 
vacation or have been staying home because of the 
Pandemic.  As many of you understand; our Parish 
expenses and obligations do not take a vacation when you 
do, so it is very helpful to be able to rely on your 
continued support even when you cannot personally attend 
Mass here.  Thank you for remembering our parishes!
